Call for experts for

"lI0-Link Master Description"

A standardized, fieldbus, vendor and tool neutral I0-Link Master Description (IOMD) is
required as equivalence to the IODD (IO Device Description) which describes sensors and
actuators with an IO-Link communication interface for engineering toolchains. The IOMD shall
contain information about a master’s identity, communication properties, port properties
(including electrical capabilities), parameters, process data, diagnosis data, supported SMI

services and the design of the user interface for engineering tools.

One use case for a standardized IOMD is the possibility of using 10-Link master configuration
data independently of manufacturers and tools. In addition, the IOMD in combination with the
already available Standardized Master Interface (SMI) will facilitate the interoperability of lloT
applications (especially Sensor-2-Cloud, Asset Administration Shell and Digital Twin solutions).
This will help to shorten the time to market for application development, which is the main

benefit for users of IO-Link products.

For this purpose, a new working group "lO-Link Master Description" is looking for experts, who
